GENERAL MANAGERS REPORT FOR MARCH 2005

We are continually making improvements to our water system. In the past we have had to produce approximately 3.8 million gallons of water in order to have 800,000 to drink. This amounts to an almost 80% loss of water. For the first time in a number of years, we have had a month in which we only had to produce less than 2 million gallons of water in order to drink 900000 gallons. This is largely due to better monitoring of our system by SCADA and the installation of pressure reducing valves is selected areas. The rapid depletion alarms we have installed on our tanks have saved hundreds of thousands of gallons by notifying us immediately when we have a rapid leak. 
You may have noticed one of our water operators out in the field opening valves and flushing the system. We are doing this to insure that we have ample chlorine levels even in the outlying areas where water usage may be too low to keep the system disinfected. We have adopted a program of periodically flushing and testing to insure good water quality. Our water is tested monthly for coliforms and e-coli bacteria. Every three months we test for other contaminants and yearly we test for still more contaminants. The annual Consumer Confidence Report lists the contaminants and the allowable levels. Our water is always well within the safe level.
We have talked to an intern for the Golf Course for the summer. We are still negotiating and have not yet determined whether he will come to work for us this summer.

We have two qualified young ladies for lifeguards for the swimming pool this summer. Libby Goss and Brittany Merrick have successfully passed the test and are certified lifeguards.
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
