MINUTES FOR THE MEETING OF AUGUST 19, 2006

A regular meeting of the Timberon Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors was held on August 19, 2006 at 10:00 AM in the community center.  Board members present were Scott Millar, Tom Tannehill, Glenda Gentry, Rick Merrick and Sid Benson.  

The agenda was approved.

Ron Wyatt presented the manager’s report. 
Minutes of the July 12th, 15th , 19th  and August 3rd of 2006 meetings were approved.

Tom Tannehill read the Treasurer's Report for July of 2006.

Old Business:

Sid Benson moved to continue with the tax levy appeal.  Tom Tannehill seconded the motion.  The board discussed legal costs, legislation and mediation.  Sid Benson and Tom Tannehill voted in favor of the motion and Scott Millar, Rick Merrick and Glenda Gentry against the motion.  TWSD will not continue its appeal of the tax levy decision.  

New Business:

Sid Benson moved to change the general manager’s employment agreement from 20 hours to 19 hours so he would not be subject to PERA.  He amended his motion to stipulate that Ron Wyatt’s salary would not be affected.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Sid Benson moved to accept Resolution 06/07-004 entering into a grant agreement with NMED.  He clarified that the chairman is authorized to sign the agreements.  Rick Merrick seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  The legislative grant for $50,000 will be used to replace pipeline under Sacramento Drive where the County will repave next summer.

The 2008-2012 Infrastructure Capital Improvement Plan passed unanimously with a change to the pool repair amount.  Rick Merrick made the motion and Sid Benson seconded it.  

Sid Benson move to appoint a point man to coordinate flood emergency information with Otero County and other agencies.  He then volunteered to do the job.  Rick Merrick seconded the motion.  He and Glenda Gentry also volunteered.   The board agreed to appoint Glenda Gentry to be the point of contact in regard to the flood emergency.

Committees:
Rick Merrick nominated Glenda Gentry to chair the Budget committee.  Tom Tannehill felt that as Treasurer he should chair the budget committee.  Tom Tannehill was appointed chairman of the budget committee.  He then invited Glenda Gentry to be on the committee and welcomed everyone to attend the budget meetings.
The 40 Year Water Plan Forum was not well attended.  There will be two more forums on the following two Wednesday evenings, August 23rd and 29th, at 6 pm.  Citizens are urged to provide comment on this very important issue.

Sid Benson suggested that Tom Tannehill head the bylaw committee.  Tom declined adding that a new set of eyes should look at them.  Glenda Gentry accepted the bylaw committee chair.

Director Remarks:

Glenda Gentry felt the meeting relaxed a bit after the subject of pending litigation was decided.  She sees the community working together with concern for Timberon.

Sid Benson thanked everyone for attending.

Rick Merrick wants everything to be above board and stressed communication.  He asked for time as a learning curve.  He also offered a safety tip:  Homeowners should check their propane tanks for washout or slippage and contact their propane company to correct any problems.

Tom Tannehill appreciated the attendance.  He feels a difference of opinions are necessary and public input is good.

Scott Millar encouraged giving any director input or comments.

Unscheduled Citizen Communications:
Gwen Adams thanked the directors for serving the community.

The meeting was adjourned.
